SAILORS GRANTS
Grant Guidelines & Request Form
The US Sailing Foundation (USSF) provides financial support for US sailors to participate in World Championships or international competition held outside North America. US Sailing member class associations, sailing organizations and committees are eligible to submit grant requests. 
Once approved, grants are sent directly to the sailors, as designated by the class, organization or committee. USSF grants are travel stipends – recipients are encouraged to seek other sources of funding as well.
Eligibility:
· Non-Olympic, World Sailing International class 
· Olympic classes and Pan Am Games events contact the Olympic Sailing Committee. (Olympics@ussailing.org)
· Class association or sailing organization must be a member of US Sailing.
· Individual grant recipients must be US Sailing members.
· Grant recipients must be amateurs.
· Grant funds shall only be used for sailor's direct expenses, and not for coach, team leader or parent/chaperone expenses.
· A report and results must be submitted to USSF after the event.

Grant requests must be received no later than November 30. The USSF Grants Committee will consider all grant requests in December. Classes and sailing organizations will be informed of their grant status requests have been considered. USSF may consider late requests only if money is available.
